Please adhere to Globe Life guidelines 

● No bull horns, noise makers,or balloons allowed.

● Flowers are allowed. 

● No water, food/snacks.  Concessions will be open.
● All bags and purses must be soft sided and not exceed 16” x 16” x 8”. 

Backpacks are prohibited, except for single-compartment drawstring bags 

that do not exceed the size requirements of 16” x 16” x 8”.

to your family for safekeeping.

❖ Gentlemen: Dress pants & shirt (tie optional),no jeans or gym shoes.
❖ Ladies: School appropriate dresses, or pants. (If you are out of dress 

code we will ask you to zip up your gown and leave it closed until you 
leave stadium).

❖ Face Masks are optional. 
❖ No Sunglasses or unnecessary accessories. Shades will be 

confiscated before you cross stage. 
 

❖ Tassels are worn on the RIGHT side until the Principal instructs you
 to flip it to the left at the end of the ceremony.

NON-SCHOOL  issued regalia must remain at 
your seat or it will be confiscated before you cross 
the stage and returned after the ceremony.  
Failure to comply will result in not being allowed 
to walk the stage. 

NOT ALLOWED:

*Anything you personally purchased is not allowed. 



CELL PHONE USAGE DURING CEREMONY
● Cell phones must be on silent mode while in the stands. 

● Cell Phones must be in your pocket and out of sight WHEN CROSSING STAGE.  

(Something to consider if wearing a dress without pockets)

● You can NOT cross the stage with a phone in your hand. 

● Phones will be confiscated if seen as we prepare to cross the stage.  

● They will be returned after you cross the stage or at the end of the ceremony.

● Refusal to comply will only keep you from crossing the stage and security will 

escort you out.   We don’t want to do this so...

PLEASE PUT IT AWAY WHILE CROSSING THE STAGE 

We encourage students to leave their cell phones with family for safe keeping.  



Seat Assignment
⭐There is NO processional 

Please report to your assigned seat .

● You will be seated in the stands
● Please remain seated.

● Your section leader will distribute your name cards 

● Make sure your name is correct on the card and 

make any changes on back if necessary.

● (Take name card with you when it’s time to 

cross the stage, Please Don’t forget it!)



Crossing Stage
● Follow Section Leaders instructions

● Put away phones at this time. 

● Don’t forget your name card.

● Staff will usher you to field. (Please keep up with 

the pace, no gaps). 

● Once name is called walk towards the Principal,  

take your diploma, pause and pose for a picture.

● Exit stage and follow the path to the Germania 

Club…

*Students requiring wheelchair access will have staff 

available to assist.

● All guests must leave GL Field immediately. GL staff needs to start 

the disinfection and cleaning process for the next graduation.
